l. Introduction

This Request for Proposals (RFP) is for initiatives that span multiple rare disease areas. The American Society of
Gene + Cell Therapy and Pfizer Global Medical Grants are collaborating to offer a new competitive grant opportunity
focused on supporting independent medical education to increase the medical and scientific understanding of gene
and gene-modified cell therapies.

About the American Society of Gene + Cell Therapy (ASGCT)

The mission of ASGCT is to advance knowledge, awareness, and education leading to the discovery and clinical
application of genetic and cellular therapies to alleviate human disease. ASGCT's strategic vision is to be a catalyst
for bringing together scientists, physicians, patient advocates, and other stakeholders to transform the practice of
medicine by incorporating the use of genetic and cellular therapies to control and cure human disease.

About Pfizer Global Medical Grants (GMG):

Pfizer Global Medical Grants (GMG) supports the global healthcare community’s independent initiatives (e.g.,
research, quality improvement or education) to improve patient outcomes in areas of unmet medical need that are
aligned with Pfizer's medical and/or scientific strategies.

Pfizer's GMG competitive grant programme involves a publicly posted Request for Proposal (RFP) that provides
detail regarding a specific area of interest, sets timelines for review and approval, and uses an expert review panel
(ERP) to make final grant decisions. Organizations are invited to submit an application addressing the specific gaps
in education as outlined in the RFP.

For all independent medical education grants, the grant requester (and ultimately the grantee) is responsible for the
design, implementation, and conduct of the independent initiative supported by the grant. Pfizer must not be involved
in any aspect of project development, nor the conduct of the independent education program.

Proposals tailored to a specific rare disease or group of rare diseases will not
be considered.

Target Audience: Members of multidisciplinary care teams for gene and gene modified cell
therapies including but not limited to Pharmacists, Specialty Nurses, Genetic
Counselors, Medical Geneticists, and other Physicians.

The full proposal should be
uploaded in the portal as a single document.
